Dear Ms. <Patient lastname>,

I am writing to let you know that you missed your appointment for the Essure® Confirmation Test following the Essure® procedure.  The Essure Confirmation Test uses a special dye that will show me if the Essure micro-inserts are in the correct place and if your fallopian tubes are blocked.  The test is required and is an important test because it will allow me to tell you if you can rely on the Essure micro-inserts for permanent birth control, and will give you the peace of mind knowing that the procedure is effective.  

As a reminder, until you have your Essure Confirmation Test to confirm that the micro-inserts are in the correct place and that your tubes are blocked you must use another form of birth control ( cannot be an IUD) and should not rely on the Essure micro-inserts to prevent pregnancy.
