Essure® Confirmation Test Letters – Suggested Use
The Essure Confirmation Test (HSG) is an important final step in the Essure sterilization process.  Because the test is required follow-up to the Essure procedure and verifies tubal occlusion and micro-insert placement, it is important that patients return to have the 3-month confirmation test performed.  To help remind your patients about their Essure Confirmation Test requirement and to impress upon them the importance of this test, Conceptus offers three template letters:

CC-1066  Essure Confirmation Test  Letter_Reminder
This letter can be sent to patients who have already scheduled a confirmation test appointment, to remind them of their appointment date, time, and location.

CC-1066  Essure Confirmation Test Letter_Make appt
This letter can be sent to women who need to schedule their confirmation test appointment to remind them to do so.

CC-1066  Essure Confirmation Test Letter_Missed appt
This letter can be sent to women who have missed their confirmation test appointment, to remind them that they need to reschedule their appointment.
We suggest that you send the above letters with return receipt and document any phone conversations your office has with the patient regarding her Essure Confirmation Test.  These letters may provide proof of notification in the unfortunate event that a patient does not comply with the confirmation test requirement and becomes pregnant.  Check with your legal counsel on the use of these letters with regards to liability.
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
